Françoise Laurent Reuze (1716-1799) was awarded maître in 1743. The son of the maître-menuisier,
Pierre, Françoise produced seat furniture in the mature Louis XV style characterised by its ample and
generous proportions and a fluidity of line. He enjoyed the patronage of Queen Marie-Antoinette and the
Swedish Court and flourished in the rue de Cléry for over 50 years.
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
